Future Voices – FAQ’s
When does it start and how long is it?

There are two courses running at the moment, the first course dates are Monday 2 March – Friday 27 March and the second runs from Monday 22 June – Friday 17 July.  Each one lasts for four weeks.  You must be available for the whole duration of that time.

How will I be employed?

You will receive a week’s training, an introduction to the BBC and radio, TV and online reporting skills.  You will then work in one of the language services of the BBC, as well as News and Current Affairs programmes in English across the whole of BBC News.

Will I be paid?

No you won’t be paid a salary, but if you live outside London we will pay for your accommodation and living expenses, and if you live in London we will pay for your travel and lunch expenses while you are on the Future Voices work experience scheme.

How fluent do I have to be in a second language?

You must be bilingual in English and one of the languages of the World Service.  To be an effective member of the team, we need you to be able to speak, read and write both languages fluently.

What if I speak three languages or more?

Let us know all your language skills on your application form.  We can then place you with more than one language service during your work experience.

Will the work experience lead to a job with the BBC?

We are not offering any contract after the work experience scheme.  However, we are always looking out for future talent to work across the BBC World Service, so it’s a chance for you to show us what you are capable of.

Will I get the chance to travel?

We can’t promise you will travel during your work experience with us, but you must be willing to do so should the opportunity present itself.
